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Connect the monitor

Connect the output adapter cable to the advanced
graphics connector on the computer, and then
connect the monitor to the output adapter cable.
Do not remove the protective cap on the
integrated video connector.
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1. output adapter cable

2. advanced graphics connector

3. monitor cable connector

4. integrated video connector (capped/do not use)

If you have a modem

Connect a telephone cable to either of the modem
connectors (not all modems have two connectors).

NOTE: Do not connect the telephone cable to the
network connector.
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If you have a network device

Connect a network cable to the network connector
and the network device.
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Connect the remote sensor
Connect the remote sensor to any USB connector.

NOTE: To use the Microsoft® Media Center®
remote control, point it at the remote sensor.
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Connect a TV cable (not included)

NOTE: If you have a cable box or satellite receiver
(set-top box), skip this step.
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Connect a TV cable (not included) from the wall to
the CATV connector on the computer.

Connect to your TV (optional)

Connect either the video or S-video connector on
the output adapter cable to the connector on your

1. output adapter cable
2. video connector or S-video connector
3. extension cables (not included)
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Connect a cable box or satellite receiver
(set-top box)

NOTE: If you do not have a cable box or satellite
receiver (set-top box), skip this step.

Connect the auxiliary video connector to the VID IN
connector on the computer. Then plug either a video
cable (not included) or S-video cable (not included),
and any audio cables (not included) from the cable
box or satellite receiver (set-top box) to the
connectors on the input adapter.

1. auxiliary video connector
2. input adapter
3. S-video, video, and audio cables (not included)
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Connect the infrared (IR) transmitter

NOTE: If you do not have a cable box or satellite
receiver (set-top box), skip this step.

This step enables you to use the Media Center
remote control to change channels on the cable
box or satellite receiver (set-top box).

NOTE: You must locate the IR sensor on your cable
box or satellite receiver (set-top box) and place the
IR receiver transmitter directly over it. You can

locate the IR sensor by shining a flashlight into the
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dark plastic lens on the cable box or satellite
receiver (set-top box).
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Check the voltage setting

Ensure that the voltage switch is set to 115V.
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Install batteries in the remote control

NOTE: To use the Media Center remote control, point
it at the remote sensor.
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Connect the power cable from the back
of the computer and monitor to
electrical outlets
